As I began this 

article, that is what brought me to this point.  Staring at a blank page and 

wondering what words need to be put there.  To communicate a truth that may 

make a difference in someone’s life is an awesome responsibility.  Pastors or 

ministers have this responsibility each and every week.  There is much time, 

thought and work in the preparation and delivery of a sermon. Please pray for 

each pastor as they plan to share a “Word From God” from week to week.
